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CANVAS DISCUSSION 
 

You can use Canvas Discussions to facilitate an online discussion with your students. Canvas 

discussions allow students to reply with text, images, files, and links to videos.  

 

When setting up your discussion you can select to have it “Graded” and student replies will 

be populated directly into the Canvas speed grader. Also, you can require students to post 

their discussion before they can read the postings of their peers. To use this option, select 

“Users must post before seeing replies”. 
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
