 The assessment, 

which can span three days, involves critical review of all policies, procedures, management, 

operations, and support services. According to Chief Daniel, “it’s refreshing to open our doors and 
our files to other law enforcement professionals and to get their perspective. We are all about 
growth and quality performance. This assessment is a fantastic opportunity to engage in 
organizational self-awareness, learning from others, identifying and closing performance gaps, and 
proving our merit.” 
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Upon completion of the on-site review the team will report their findings to the full Commission, 
which then decides if the agency is to receive accredited status. If an accredited status is awarded, 
the agency will retain that status for a period of three (3) years.  
 
According to Chief Daniel, “The brief, yet comprehensive, nature of the on-site visit is a strenuous 
process for all involved. Though challenging, we welcome this opportunity to publicly demonstrate 
that the men and women of the University of South Florida Police Department provide professional 
law enforcement services and work toward law enforcement excellence on a daily basis.”
